The Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA), as amended, and the regulations governing special education programs in Illinois specify that an Individualized Education Plan (IEP) must be written for every student enrolled in a public school who receives special education services. The ISP is a written statement of the special education and related services your child will receive during the year.  The ISP must be developed by a team including the parent and appropriate school personnel.  CUSD10 has determined, with your consent, your child may receive designated special education and related services.  Designated school staff and you, the parent, will develop an Individual Services Plan (ISP).
