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TRANSFER IEPs

Transfer Placement for In-State Students:
· If a student receiving special education services transfers to Collinsville Unit School District 10 from another school division within Illinois, the student shall be placed immediately, with parental consent, in a special education program consistent with the existing IEP.  The following steps determine the procedures to be followed:

NO IEP MEETING IS REQUIRED IF: 
· A current copy of the IEP is available.

· The sending district’s IEP is determined to be appropriate and can be implemented as written.

· Parents/guardian indicate satisfaction with the current IEP by signing permission for the child’s placement using the “Consent for Initial Placement” (ISBE 34-57G).

If the district cannot fully implement the current IEP as written:

· Using the MDC/IEP Short Form, note the service(s) to be provided.  Obtain signatures of all meeting participants.

· Explain what is being done to secure the remaining service(s), resource(s), or other unfilled portions of the IEP.

· Indicate how long these actions are expected to take.

AN IEP MEETING IS REQUIRED IF the district or parents do not believe the current IEP is appropriate.

· Within TEN DAYS after the date of the student’s enrollment, initiate an IEP meeting.  This meeting must be multidisciplinary.  All ISBE-mandated and District forms must be used.  

· While the new IEP is under development, the IEP from the former district is still in effect to the extent appropriate.

If no copy of the current IEP is available or verbal confirmation from the sending district cannot be obtained:
· Enroll the student in the setting that the district believes will meet the child’s needs.
· If no IEP or other record is received from the former district within ten days, the student must be reevaluated in accordance with the CUSD10’s evaluation and determination of eligibility procedures.  After the evaluation is completed, the CUSD10 shall develop a new IEP based on these procedures.
Transfer Placement for Out-of-State Students

· Initially, when a student who received special education services in another state transfers to CUSD10, the student must receive special education services consistent with the transfer IEP, excluding the sections that are not in compliance with Illinois Regulations.  Parental consent must be obtained prior to providing services.

The Special Education Office will determine:

· If the evaluation completed by the previous state is acceptable.
· If the eligibility determination of the previous state is acceptable.
· If the IEP developed by the previous state is acceptable and in compliance with the Illinois School Code.

If the transfer evaluation, eligibility, and IEP are accepted:
· The student will be placed in an appropriate setting and the IEP implemented as written.
· Parents/guardian indicate satisfaction with the current IEP by signing permission for the child’s placement using the “Consent for Initial Placement” (ISBE 34-57G).

If the transfer evaluation and eligibility are accepted, but the IEP is not:
· Within TEN DAYS after the date of the student’s enrollment, initiate an IEP meeting.  This meeting must be multidisciplinary.  All ISBE-mandated and District forms must be used.  

· While the new IEP is under development, the IEP from the former district is still in effect to the extent appropriate.

If the transfer evaluation or eligibility is not accepted, or the evaluation, eligibility, or IEP is not received:
· Enroll the student in the setting that the district believes will meet the child’s needs.
· If no IEP or other record is received from the former district within ten days, the student must be reevaluated in accordance with the CUSD10’s evaluation and determination of eligibility procedures.  After the evaluation is completed, the CUSD10 shall develop a new IEP based on these procedures.
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
