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Alternate Assessments


Since the passage of No Child Left Behind (NCLB) and the recent reauthorization of IDEA 2004, alternate assessments have been receiving more attention.  Have you been wondering about alternate assessments, what the requirements are, and what they will mean to your students?  Here are some frequently asked questions:





What is an Alternate Assessment?


Alternate assessment is the term used in both IDEA 2004 and NCLB to designate a formal assessment option for some students with disabilities.  In short, it’s a way of assessing a student using procedures in place of a typical assessment (in this case, the ISAT or Prairie State) when students can’t take the ISAT or Prairie State.





Who should take the Illinois Alternate Assessment?


No Child Left Behind limits the use of alternate assessments to those students with the “most significant cognitive disabilities.”  Currently, we are limited to 1% of the student s with IEPs.  Page six of our IEP form outlines the questions each IEP team must answer in order to determine whether or not a student qualifies to take the IAA.  The decision to have a student take the IAA should not be based on disability labels, expectations that the student will not perform well, or an instructional level lower than the student’s grade placement.





Who decides if a student should take the alternate assessment?


IEP teams  must address the manner in which a student will participate in testing.  First, the team considers whether or not the student can show what he or she knows and can do when taking the test the way it is administered to students without disabilities.  From there, the IEP team considers whether or not the students needs accommodations and modifications to be successful during testing.  Depending on whether or not the accommodations or modifications would facilitate participation, the team would then consider the criteria on Page 6 of the IEP and determine whether or not the IAA is appropriate for that student.





What does the Illinois Alternate Assessment look like?


Illinois uses a performance-based portfolio as the alternate assessment.  Teams gather samples of student work (paper, video, and electronic) in each tested subject area over time and across a variety of settings.  Teachers date the samples and provide information on their connection to the state standards for the student’s grade level, the accuracy of the work, and the level of independence the student exhibits.  Each portfolio has to contain a parent/guardian validation form.  The alternate assessment must relate to the general curriculum
