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[image: image2.emf]  The purpose of a newsletter is to provide specialized information to a targeted audience. A school newsletter can be a great way to develop a strong relationship with parents. First, choose a short title or theme for your newsletter — something like "School News," or “Back to School.”  If you’d like,  you  can also add a   date and   volume number  for yo ur  newsle t ter.   Next, establish how much time  and money you can spend on your  newsletter. These factors will  help determine how frequently  you publish the newsletter and  its length.  


     The role of today's teacher has shifted from one of delivering knowledge (content) to one of facilitating or helping students construct meaning.  Technology is an integral part of this shift, providing students (and teachers) access to a virtually limitless source of information and resources for learning.  The focus in schools, for the most part, is the content� and skills�based curriculum.   There are thousands of websites that can be of help in designing a webquest.  


     When planning a lesson, there are many formats you could use, but they all basically have a beginning (introduction), middle (practice, whether guided or independent), and a conclusion.  There may also be an assessment component built into the lesson.  Webquests basically follow the same formula as a well�planned lesson. 


     When designing a webquest, there are many options.  The point of a webquest is not to ask the student to simply gather information, but to apply it in some way.  In his book, Keating outlines several ways to address all eight areas of curriculum development.  


     Tom March has developed a website dealing specifically with webquests.  On his website, � HYPERLINK "http://www.ozline.com" ��www.ozline.com�,  he outlines a webquest design process.  


 There are many different designs for creating webquests.  � HYPERLINK "http://webquest.sdsu.edu/designsteps/index.html" ��http://webquest.sdsu.edu/designsteps/index.html�  outlines a five�step process for creating meaningful webquests. The possibilities are limitless for teachers wanting to use webquests with students.  They can be used in any subject area, with any of the eight curriculum designs, and with any age or grade.  Students and teachers can create them together.  Using webquests in your classroom can help you enhance student learning and teach students the real power of the Internet.

     The second page of the IEP is a very important page.  This is the Present Levels of Education Performance (PLEP).  Having this section in the IEP is mandated by IDEA. As a special education teacher writing the IEP, you need to include as much information that you can in this section. All of the student’s strengths and weaknesses and anything that anyone needs to know about the child.  Each section should be a good paragraph long.  Please keep this in mind when writing your IEP’s.  


     The goals of the IEP must be measurable, reflect the student’s deficit areas as listed in the latest MDC report and reflect the Illinois State Learning Standards.  This may seem overwhelming.  If you have any problems or need any help, just contact your case manager before the IEP meeting.

I log onto your schools server and pull up the IEP.  Most of the time the IEP is already on the server.  This is important. This can cause problems when the IEP is transferred to another building.  The IEP is not correct and the students may not receive the correct services.  So, please have the completed, proposed IEP on the server before the meeting. This also allows the OT, PT, SLP and any other person that is involved with the student to type their goals and minutes directly onto the copy on the server.
