Dear Teachers:

Due to many changes in the special education laws, our procedures for speech/language screenings have changed.  In order for students to be eligible for speech/language services, there must be documentation indicating their speech delays are having an adverse effect on their progress in the general education curriculum or on their social development.  Because of this, you will need to refer students for a speech/language screening.

Following are examples of what would be considered an adverse effect:
· Difficulties in sound discrimination

· Spelling difficulties

· Reading comprehension

· Speech intelligibility 

· Reluctance to communicate

· Inability to communicate effectively

· Immature language development compared to peers

· Negative comments from student and/or peers
