SUMMARY

We received (20 out of 101) 20% of the parent surveys.  100% of the parents feel that their child's teacher makes an effort to communicate through newsletters, e-mails, notes, weekly folders, and phone calls. 95% of the parents attend some of the parent child activities. 100% of the parents say that they want to participate in similar activities next year. 80% of the returned surveys mentioned attending activities like Gingerbread House, Grandparent Breakfast, Christmas Program, Open House, Bingo Night, PTA, Family Reading Night, Parent Teacher Conferences, Dr. Seuss Night, end of year picnic, and field trips. 
Most parents say that they would not change anything to improve academics and the social atmosphere of our school.  70% of the parents responded that they do not want to be involved in school activities during the day.  66% of the parents who responded said  that they would like assistance in parenting: they would like help in drug prevention, infant/child CPR, effects of TV on children, disciplining with patience and understanding.
What they like best is that we have many teachers who care about the children (50%), and we have small class sizes that support the feelings of community (60%).  Some of the interesting comments are that one parent feels it is necessary for monitors to have college credit and to have a Math or Spelling Bee, and one parent mentioned loving the personal contact with the principal. One parent suggested two copies of reports for those parents who are divorced.
